CONTENT

We start with a historical framework, followed by a definition and deeper understanding of the essential characteristics of the
container term "blockchain" using systemic thinking: "We are the blockchain".
Using six key elements, we shed light on the impact of blockchain technology on processes. We touch upon the technical side of
these elements, but mainly look at the business impact and benefits.
We will discuss successful and less successful examples and get to the bottom of how blockchain can bring (no) added value.
We will learn about ecosystems and start rethinking processes in a blockchain context ourselves, gaining insight into the challenges
involved.
This knowledge will then be applied to a process by means of an assessment using a developed tool, so that you can see for
yourself when blockchain is useful or not.
